This Annual Report documents inspection findings; updates spill, leak and unauthorized discharge information including clean up and preventive actions taken; evaluates the effectiveness of the Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) in reducing pollutant loads; and provides a schedule for modifying Best Management Practices (BMPs) and revising the SWPPP if further reductions of pollutant loads can be reasonably achieved.  In addition this report shall include monitoring data along with summaries and interpretations, an estimate of the total volume of stormwater which was discharged and the number if discharge events, photo documentation of BMPs and a certification statement that the facility is in compliance with SWPPP and the permit

Tri-annual inspections must be conducted in accordance with Section 4.2 of the Permit and be signed by a P.E., licensed in the state of Nevada, certifying that the facility is in compliance with the SWPPP. The Permittee shall also inspect the site whenever there is a reasonable expectation that severe weather or other events may have damaged control measures or increased discharges.
